3. Applicants will also be considered based on their participation in school and community activities that reflect Orthodox teachings.  Academic achievement will also reflect positively on the applicant.
4. Applicant must demonstrate a true appreciation of the values of Greek Orthodox Christianity and leadership.  The student should adhere to the Purposes of GOYA as set forth:
a. To become a worthy servant of our Lord Jesus Christ within the Orthodox Christian Faith, and always reflect the Christian Faith in fellowship with peers in religious, social, athletic and cultural activities.
b. To abide by and observe the rules and regulations of GOYA and to set a good example for their peers.
c. To faithfully attend Church services, religious conferences and retreats, and successfully have completed Sunday School.
5. Applicants must provide an acceptance letter from an accredited college, university or trade school which they will be attending.  
6. Applications are to be filed with the Scholarship Committee by May 15th of this year and be endorsed by the respective Church Pastor and GOYA Advisor. Incomplete applications or applications received after this date will not be considered.
